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Introduction

To begin the linguistic analysis of the Qur’an is an important milestone for students of classical Arabic,
whose goal is to understand the Holy Qur’an in its original language. This analysis, combined with a
good grasp of the Quranic vocabulary, will help strengthen the already learned concepts by analyzing
their applications in the Holy Qur’an. It will also help students to appreciate the linguistic elegance of

the Holy Qur’an 4 Lz .

This workbook consists of the second half of} +5+! (thirtieth part). It has been prepared as a humble

effort to support the Qur’an analysis in our LQM classes. However, it can also be used by anyone
interested in performing their own Qur’an analysis. Please see below for step-by-step instructions on
how to perform such analysis effectively.

The Qur’anic text used in the workbook is the Uthmanic Hafs script, which has been copied from the
electronic format of the Mushaf al-Madinah an-Nabawiyyah published by King Fahd Qur’an Printing
Complex. Extra space has been provided between the lines and on the margins to capture the
meanings and morphology of words.

Broadly speaking, one can use this workbook in two modes, a) while being led by a teacher and b)
perform the analysis on their own.

If you are being led by a teacher, then follow the instructions given by the teacher to perform the
analysis. In this case, you should mimic the teacher’s method and level of analysis. The teacher would
know what steps and level of detail are best suited for each class and will teach accordingly.

If you are an advanced student of classical Arabic and are comfortable with most advanced topics of
the language, then you can follow the steps listed below. Please note, that when you are actively
studying the language, you may have understood some concepts but not others. In that case, you can
apply the concepts that you understand and skip the remaining till you study those concepts and can
apply them subsequently. In other words, you can analyze a given passage in multiple passes, with
each pass adding to your understanding.

Before proceeding, please select a small set of ayahs for the analysis. Typically, that small set will cover
a particular topic and your goal should be to try and study those ayahs together. We will refer to that
small set of ayahs as a passage. If it is a small surah, say less than 10-12 ayahs, the whole surah can be
a passage.

Please follow these steps to perform the analysis for each selected passage.

1. Read or listen to the recitation of the passage at least once, preferably twice.



Do not review the translation until you have performed your own analysis.
Starting from the first dyah in the passage, perform the grammatical analysis (o1 <) for each

dyah in sequence. Use the space directly beneath the text for the grammatical analysis. It is
recommended to consult one or more )\ ¢| dictionaries to ensure the correctness and

completeness of your analysis.
Perform the morphological (<2 .21) and the lexical analysis (ili) for all the words in that dyah

and capture the resulting notes directly above the text. For lexical analysis, consult one or
more authentic dictionaries, preferably Qur’anic Arabic dictionaries.

Once you understand the meaning of each word in the dyah, try to understand the meaning of
the complete dyah.

Confirm and compare your understanding of the meaning of the dyah with one or more
authentic translations.

Lookup other places in the Qur’an where the same word is used, or the same topic is discussed
to gain further insight into the meanings.

Memorize the passage and start reciting it regularly in prayers and otherwise. Recite it slowly
and try to pay attention to the meanings. You will find it easy to memorize and recite with
understanding after having done the analysis. It will indeed help you maintain your khushu in
the prayers and make a connection with Allah (s, lbeww) &7 oLs ol

It is important to remember that:

a) any study of the Qur’an must be done with utmost care and respect,
b) the intention must be to understand the message in the passage/dyah(s) with the goal to

implement it in one’s life,

guesswork and fringe interpretations must be avoided in favor of mainstream interpretations
based on authentic sources. The understanding and the interpretation must be consistent
with the broader message in the Qur’an, the context and theme of the passage and the sirah
that it belongs to, as well as the hadith and the biography of the Prophet Muhammad ( & |-

;\.ﬁj 4le). Note: It is our expectation that the students will refer to the many authentic tafésir to
establish a sound and correct understanding of the passage(s).
